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THE FUTURE TASKS OF THE ALLIANCE

Report of the Council

1. A year ago, on the initiative of the Foreign Minister of Bel-
gium, the governments of the fifteen nations of the Alliance re-
solved to “study the future tasks which face the Alliance, and its
procedures for fulfilling them in order to strengthen the
Alliance as a factor for durable peace”. The present report sets
forth the general tenor and main principles emerging from this
examination of the future tasks of the Alliance.

2. Studies were undertaken by Messts. Schiitz, Watson,
Spaak, Kohler and Patijn. The Council wishes to express its
appreciation and thanks to these eminent personalities for their
efforts and for the analyses they produced.

3. The exercise has shown that the Alliance is a dynamic and
vigorous organization which is constantly adapting itself to
changing conditions. It also has shown that its future tasks
can be handled within the terms of the Treaty by building on
the methods and procedures which have proved their value
over many years.

4. Since the North Atlantic Treaty was signed in 1949 the
international situation has changed significantly and the political
tasks of the Alliance have assumed a new dimension. Amongst
other developments, the Alliance has played a major part in
stopping Communist expansion in Europe; the USSR has
become one of the two world super powers but the Communist
world is no longer monolithic; the Soviet doctrine of “peaceful
co-existence” has changed the pature of the confrontation with
the West but not the basic problems. Although the disparity
between the power of the United States and that of the Euro-
pean states remains, Europe has recovered and is on its way
towards unity. The process of decolonisation has transformed
European relations with the rest of the world; at the same time,
major problems have arisen in the relations between developed
and developing countries.

4
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5. The Atlantic Alliance has two main functions. Its first
function is to maintain adequate military strength and political
solidarity to deter aggression and other forms of pressure and
to defend the territory of member countries if aggression should
occur, Since its inception, the Alliance has successfully fulfilled
this task. But the possibility of a crisis cannot be excluded as
long as the central political issues in Europe, first and foremost
the German question, remain unsolved. Moreover, the situation
of instability and uncertainty still precludes a balanced reduction
of military forces. Under these conditions, the Allies will main-
tain as necessary, a suitable military capability to assure the
balance of forces, thereby creating a climate of stability, security
and confidence.

In this climate the Alliance can carry out its second function,
to pursue the search for progtress towards a more stable rela-
tionship in which the undetlying political issues can be solved.
Military security and a policy of détente are not contradictory
but complementary. Collective defence is a stabilising factor
in world politics. It is the necessary condition for effective
policies directed towards a greater relaxation of tensions.
The way to peace and stability in Europe rests in particular
on the use of the Alliance constructively in the interest of
détente. The participation of the USSR and the USA will be
necessary to achieve a settlement of the political problems in

Europe.

6. From the beginning the Atlantic Alliance has been a co-
operative grouping of states sharing the same ideals and with a
high degree of common interest. Their cohesion and solidarity
provide an element of stability within the Atlantic area.

7. As sovereign states the Allies are not obliged to subordi-
nate their policies to collective decision. The Alliance affords an
effective forum and clearing house for the exchange of infor-
mation and views; thus, each Ally can decide its policy in the
light of close knowledge of the problems and objectives of the
others. To this end the practice of frank and timely consul-
tations needs to be deepened and improved. Each Ally should
play its full part in promoting an improvement in relations

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with the Soviet Union and the countries of Eastern Europe,
bearing in mind that the pursuit of détente must not be allowed
to split the Alliance. The chances of success will clearly be
greatest if the Allies remain on parallel courses, especially in
matters of close concern to them all; their actions will thus be
all the more effective.

8. No peaceful order in Europe is possible without a major
effort by all concerned. The evolution of Soviet and East
European policies gives ground for hope that those govern-
ments may eventually come to recognise the advantages to
them of collaborating in working towards a peaceful settlement.
But no final and stable settlement in Europe is possible without
a solution of the German question which lies at the heart of
present tensions in Europe. Any such settlement must end
the unnatural barriers between Eastern and Western Europe,
which are most clearly and cruelly manifested in the division
of Germany.

9. Accordingly, the Allies are resolved to direct their energies
to this purpose by realistic measures designed to further a
détente in East-West relations. The relaxation of tensions is
not the final goal but is part of a long-term process to promote
better relations and to foster a European settlement. The
ultimate political purpose of the Alliance is to achieve a just
and lasting peaceful order in Europe accompanied by appro-
priate security guarantees.

-10. Currently, the development of contacts between the
countries of Western and Eastern Europe is mainly on a
bilateral basis. Certain subjects, of course, require by their
very nature a multilateral solution.

11. The problem of German reunification and its relation-
ship to 2 European settlement has normally been dealt with in
exchanges between the Soviet Union and the three Western
powers having special responsibilities in this field. In the
preparation{ of such exchanges the Federal Republic of Germany
has regularly joined the three Western powers in order to
reach a common position. The other Allies will continue to

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have their views considered in timely discussions among the
Allies about Western policy on this subject, without in any way
impairing the special responsibilities in question.

12. The Allies will examine and review suitable policies de-
signed to achieve a just and stable order in Europe, to over-
come the division of Germany and to foster European security.
This will be part of a process of active and constant preparation
for the time when fruitful discussions of these complex ques-
tions may be possible bilaterally or multilaterally between
Eastern and Western nations.

13. The Allies are studying disarmament and practical arms
control measures, including the possibility of balanced force
reductions. These studies will be intensified. Their active
pursuit reflects the will of the Allies to work for an effective
détente with the East.

14. The Allies will examine with particular attention the de-
fence problems of the exposed areas e.g. the South-Eastern
flank. In this respect the present situation in the Mediterranean
presents special problems, bearing in mind that the current cri-
sis in the Middle-East falls within the responsibilities of the
United Nations.

15. The North Atlantic Treaty area cannot be treated in iso-
lation from the rest of the world. Crises and conflicts arising
outside the area may impair its security either directly or by
affecting the global balance. Allied countries contribute indivi-
dually within the United Nations and other international orga-
nisations to the maintenance of international peace and security
and to the solution of important international problems. In
accordance with establishcd usage the Allies, or such of them as
wish to do so, will also continue to consult on such problems
without commitment and as the case may demand.

16. In the light of these findings, the Ministers directed the
Council in Permanent Session to carry out, in the years ahead, the
detailed follow-up resulting from this study. This will be done
either by intensifying work already in hand or by activating
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highly specialized studies by more systematic use of experts and
officials sent from capitals.

17. Ministers found that the study by the Special Group con-
firmed the importance of the role which the Alliance is called
upon to play during the coming years in the promotion of dé-
tente and the strengthening of peace. Since significant problems
have not yet been examined in all their aspects, and other pro-
blems of no less significance which have arisen trom the latest
political and strategic developments have still to be examined,
the Ministers have directed the Permanent Representatives to
put in hand the study of these problems without delay, follo-
wing such procedures as shall be deemed most appropriate by
the Council in Permanent Session, in order to enable further re-
ports to be subsequently submitted to the Council in Ministerial

DECLARATION OF BRUSSELS

We, the representatives of the sixteen member
countries of the North Atlantic Alliance, reaffirm the
dedication of the Allies to the maintenance of peace in
freedom.

Our Alliance threatens no one. None of our
weapons will ever be used except in response to attack. We
do not aspire to superiority, neither will we accept that
others should be superior to us. Our legitimate security
interests can only be guaranteed through the firm linkage
between Europe and North America. We call upon the Soviet
Union to respect our legitimate security interests as we
respect theirs.

We are determined to ensure security on the basis
of a balance of forces at the lowest possible level. Faced
with the threat posed by the Soviet S55-20 missiles, the
Allies concerned are going forward with the implementation
of the double-track decision of 1979. The ultimate goal
remains that there should be neither Soviet nor United
States land based long-range INF missiles. The deployment
of US missiles can be halted or reversed by concrete
results at the negotiating table. In this spirit we wish to
see an early resumption of the INF negotiastions which the
Soviet Union has discontinued(1).

We urge the countries of the Warsaw Pact to seize
the opportunities we offer for a balanced and constructive
relationship and for genuine detente. In all arms control
negotiations progress must be made among the states
participating, in particular in:

(1) Denmark and Greece reserve their positions on this
paragraph; Spain, not having been a party to the
double-track decision of 1979, reserves its position on
this paragraph.

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- the Strategic Arms Reductions Talks (START);
- the Intermediate-range Nuclear Forces Talks (INF);

- the negotiations on Mutual and Balanced Force
Reductions (MBFR);

- the endeavours for a complete ban on chemical
weapons in the Committee on Disarmament.

We are also resolved to use the forthcoming
Stockholm Conference as a new opportunity to broaden the
dialogue with the East, to negotiate confidence building
measures and enhance stability and security in the whole of
Europe.

We shall continue to do our utmost to sustain a
safe and peaceful future. We extend to the Soviet Union and
the other Warsaw Pact countries the offer to work together
with us to bring about a long-term constructive and realistic
relationship based on equilibrium, moderation and reciprocity.
For the benefit of mankind we advocate an open, comprehensive
political dialogue, as well as co-operation based on mutual
advantage.

FINAL COMMUNIQUE

The Defence Planning Committee of the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization met in Ministerial Session in Brussels on
22nd May 1986, and agreed the following:

2. A strong and united Alliance is essential for the
maintenance of peace and freedom in face of the continuous build-
up of Warsaw Pact conventional and nuclear forces. Our strategy
of flexible response and forward defence continues to provide the
most effective formula for ensuring security and stability at the
lowest possible level of forces. Nuclear weapons are an
essential component of this strategy. But we are determined to
avoid an undue reliance on the early use of nuclear weapons by
making a special effort to improve our conventional capabilities.

3. We are already moving ahead. The action plan for
Conventional Defence Improvements (CDI) we agreed last May was an
important first step. It set in motion several positive
developments. The most significant are the 1987-1992 force goals
which reflect the priorities we have identified for improving
conventional defence. This is where our resources are most
needed. We are determined to make a special effort to fulfil the
force goals, particularly those singled out as most relevant to
improving our conventional posture. We recognize that sustained
commitment will be required.

4. Progress has been made already; for example
improvements in plans which would further increase stocks of
selected priority ammunition. We are confident that substantial
conventional defence improvements are now firmly in national
plans and will materialise in the mid term. We have also laid
the groundwork for real improvements in long term planning. We
have made a good start and laid the foundation for achieving more
credible conventional forces; we must build on it.

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5. We are taking other actions which will contribute to
strengthening our conventional forces. These include:

- improvements in the sustainability of our forces;

- consideration of ways of enhancing NATO's integrated
air defence to enable it to deal with the full spectrum
of the Warsaw Pact air threat, including tactical
missiles;

- the accelerated implementation of infrastructure
projects, particularly reinforcement support facilities
including hardened aircraft shelters; roughly 90% of
the increased budget for 1985-1990 is being spent on
projects related to CDI;

- the continued and cost effective exploitation of
emerging technologies;

- a fresh emphasis on the need to provide more
assistance, and by more nations, to Greece, Portugal
and Turkey in order to help them overcome known
deficiencies in their forces and carry out their
missions more effectively to the advantage of the
Alliance.

6. We have also agreed to improvements in the Alliance
planning procedures. These are more effective co-ordination
between the various planning areas of the Alliance and the
provision of more effective long term planning guidance on our
military requirements through regular updating of the Conceptual
Military Framework and the development of long term planning
guidelines by our Military Authorities.

7. Achieving the objective of better conventional forces
will not be easy. The provision of adegquate resources in
accordance with the 1985 Ministerial Guidance, which reaffirmed
the aim of a 3% real increase as a general guide, will continue
to be a serious challenge for all nations. Improving
conventional forces will also require an even greater emphasis on
making better use of resources and on improved co-operation and
co-ordination. Better armaments cooperation and sharing of
technology between the Eurcopean and North American and the
developed and developing members of the Alliance are. vital parts
of this process, as is the continued protection of militarily
relevant technology.

8. We emphasized the major contribution which co-operation
in the research, development and production of armaments can make
to the strengthening of conventional defences in the context of
the current CDI effort. Several promising initiatives are
underway on both sides of the Atlantic. We underlined the
importance of fully implementing NATO's Armaments Co-operation
Improvement Strategy, agreed by Ministers in December 1985, and
in this respect we welcomed the useful impetus provided by the
Nunn Amendment, which has already resulted in agreement on
Statements of Intent for seven collaborative projects.

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9. Recalling the documents in the 1982 Bonn Summit we
reaffirmed the position adopted in previous communiques
concernirng developments outside the NATO Treaty area that might
threaten the vital interests of members of the Alliance.

Against the background of United States planning for its

rapidly deployable forces, measures necessary to maintain
deterrence and defence within the NATO area have been included in
the new force goals. We will ensure that NATO defence planning
continues to take account of the need for compensatory measures.

10. As part of Alliance security policy, we confirmed our
objective of seeking balanced, equitable and effectively
verifiable arms control agreements involving United States and
Soviet nuclear forces. We welcomed the commitment by the United
States and the Soviet Union to seek early progress in Geneva in
areas of common ground, including 50% reductions in offensive
nuclear arms, appropriately applied, and the idea of a separate
INF agreement. In this context we expressed strong support for
the United States' stance concerning intermediate-range,
strategic and defence and space systems. We welcomed the
willingness of the United States to consult with its Allies on
these issues. Alliance solidarity and cohesion have played an
important role in bringing these developments about and will
remain equally vital for future progress.

11. We stressed the need for progress in the various
multilateral conventional arms control negotiations. We noted
that in face of the imbalances which exist with regard to
conventional forces throughout Europe progress towards balanced
and verifiable reductions of these forces would contribute to
strengthening of peace and security in Europe. We expressed the
hope that recent Soviet statements on this subject will be
transformed into deeds at the negotiating table. We also
confirmed our resolve to seek an early conclusion of a worldwide
ban on chemical weapons. In this context we called upon the
Soviet Union to take a more constructive attitude towards
effective verification provisions.

12. Terrorism is a serious concern to all our Governments.
We are not prepared to tolerate this threat to our citizens and
to the conduct of normal international relations. Our
Governments are resolved to work together to eradicate this
scourge and urge closer international co-operation in this
effort.

Greece reserves its position on the INF and space
system issues.

Norway reserves its position on the defence and space
systems.

Denmark reserves its position on INF and defence and
space systems.
